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UNPAID SCHOOL MEAL DEBT

Increasing eligibility for free and reduced-price meals alleviates the
issues that arise from unpaid meal debt, for both school food service
operations as well as students and their families. Requiring low or
no co-payments for school meals can reduce the likelihood and
magnitude of unpaid meal debt.

E-Rate uses FR eligibility as the basis for estimating poverty.

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The Community Eligibility Provision (CEP) streamlines
school meal operations by allowing schools/districts with at
least 25% identified students to provide no-cost meals to
all students as well as forgo the collection of free and
reduced-price applications. Identified students include those
who participate in one of four federal, means-tested
programs: SNAP, TANF, FDPIR, or Medicaid.

Revenue for school meals comes primarily from federal
reimbursements and revenue is determined by the
identified student percentage (ISP) and meal
participation.

What has the FRP measure been used for?

= Accountability & Data Reporting

= ESSA requires states (schools) to report things like test scores and graduation rates
by student economic disadvantage

= Funding

= State funding formulas have used the share of FRP students in a district to allocate
additional dollars

= Federal funding (Title 1) typically uses poverty measures from the Small Area Income
and Poverty Estimates (SAIPE)

= While districts have historically used FRP to distribute Title | funds to schools within the
district, there is new guidance based on recent changes to FRP data

CEP & Changes to FRP

= CEP schools & districts experience a decline in FRP applications

= This is for two reasons:

= 1) One of CEP’s initiatives is to reduced administrative burden created by collecting
free and reduced-price meal applications

= Therefore, CEP schools or districts are not allowed to use school meal funds to collect
applications

= 2) When all students eat for free, the incentive for families to return the forms
decreases dramatically

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COVID & the FRP Measure

= |[n addition to the inconsistencies brought on by CEP, schools across the nation
provided free meals for two years thanks to child nutrition waivers

= Students were
= remote, and less likely to turn in FRP forms
= already receiving free meals, reducing the incentive for families to turn in forms

= Post pandemic, schools went back to paid programs, and school meal debt has
skyrocketed

= Moreover, because many districts receive state aid based on the share of
FRP students, districts hesitate to adopt CEP

State Funding - Colorado Case Study

= CO decided in 2020 that they needed a new, consistent “at-risk” measure for

their funding formula that wasn'’t a barrier to universal free meal programs
= Only 4% of Colorado’s students attended a CEP school

= CO Legislative Interim Committee on School Finance contracted with the Urban
Institute

= \We conducted a survey, interviewed 30 CO stakeholders, and modeled 7
alternatives using publicly available data

= A strong at-risk measure for district funding would:
= improve free meal access
capture all students
align in scale with the current free and reduced-price lunch share
reflect actual student enrollment
minimize school burden and cost
